Now this time of Danzets viſion was 
14 Generations (<*cept the 70 yeares Cap- 
tivity) before Chriſt came : therefore [ con- 
ceive , that this 2300 dayes , doth point our 
ſo many full yeares, that the Church partly 
of the Jews , aud partly of the Gentiles ſhall 
lie under the captivity of the blaſpheming 
horne , in his ſeveral] ſhapes. 

And fo points out the opprefſions of rhe 
Church af the Jews the deſtruction of the 
City Jeruſalem , and the deſtroying of the 
Temple, And all thoſe waſtings of the 
Church (both before Chriſt came)among the 
Jews(And tinceChriſt came)among the Gen- 
tiles, And ſo comprehends the Ty1anny both 
of the Dragon (corrupt Magiſtracy) And the 
Tyranny of the Beaſt (the Anri-chriſtian D 
ſhapes) over the holy Ciry , from the. end of ! 9.209 
the 70 yeares captivity in Babilon , to the 
time of the end , thar the Beaſt ſhall reigne 
no longer. 

And TI belive that this 23oo dayes are 2 
full number of yeares , thatthe Church of 
the Jews and Gentiles , have ſuffered and 
muſt ſuffer under the ſerpenrs power,till the 
appointed rime be finiſhed from the end 
of the 70 yeares captivitie : for when Daniet 
aſked the Angell , what ſhould be the end 
of theſe things he ſaid , go thy way Daniel 
for the words are cloſed up and ſealed ,- till

But when God ſpeaks , that his wirneſſes 
ſhall Propheſie. 1260 dayes , and that the 
Holy City or the hoſt , ſhal be trod under 
foot 42 months z Which are one and the 
fame Tearm of time as hath been ſhewed; I 
believe he points out the direct time of cap- 
tivity that the Church of the Genriles ſhall 
undergo under miſterie Babilon, or the 
blaſpheming horn. And therefore when the 
Angell was ſhewing the viſion of theſe 
things ro John. Saith he, ſeale not the 
ſayings of this Prophelie , for the time is at 
hand : or the time of the 1260 daies are up- 
on the begining, and the time of the Jewiſh 
Church is come to a period- 

And as God was pleaſed to ſhew unto 
Tohn the beginning of thoſe 1260 dayes cap- 

| tivity , ſol belive, God is pleaſed ro ſhew 
Revl. I. his Servants now , that theſe 1260 dayes, 
$2 are very neer an end. And that the king- 

doms of this world ſhall become the king- 
doms of Chriſt , and he ſhall take to him his 
owne power and reigne for ever and ever- 
Even ſo come Lord Yekus. 

I ſhall now proceed 3 hither to we ſee 
who it is that kills Gods two witneſſes, Even' 
the wiſdome and envious power and policy 
of corrupt fleſh : that would be as God, and 
fir in Gods Temple, and rule over all that is 
called God. 

The corrupt wiſdome , blinde zeal,and 
meritorious a&tings,is forcibly preſſed upon

you ſhall ſee the fleſh-both in yoar ſelf and 
in others , to ſleight, deſpiſe. and under va- 
lue God : though to your preſent apprehen- 
tion , thinke your honour Godzbur truly 
we diſhonour God when we would worſhip 
him in the way of the fleſh;and will not wait

It appeares they are four evil Angels, if 
we conſider firſt , what the great River 
Euphrates is: I believe this Enphates is the 
ſpirit of the Beaſt or the very ſerpent him- 
ſelf, Which like a great River overflows eve- 
ry Son and Daughter of the firſt Adqm. And 
this River Euphrates is to be dried-up,when 
che fixt Angel powers out his violl, fo that 
che way of the Kings of the Earth might be 
prepared. 

The meaning to me is this 3 That 
when this ſpirit of the Beaſt, is dried up, 
deſtroyed and fubdued. Then the Kings of 
the Eaſt. Or ſuch, in and upon whom the 
Son of righteouſneſle riſes firſt z Which are 
the Ele& or Ciry Sion, they come and takes 
the kingdome, And the Anointing in them, 
who is the Lord our righteouſneſſe reignes 
i the earth. that is in man kind , for ever 
and ever.

have Experience of the love finceritie humi- 
lity, peace and the like, which are the Laws 
ad walls of that kingdome. 

And likewiſe they know that the ſpi- 
tuall powers of darkneſſe , as ignorance, 
pride, envy diſcontent, hipocrihe, ſelf love 
and the like , 1s the ſerpent , that would 
vuſtroy Chriſt or the Anoinring: for it pride 
uled which is the ſerpent in the chileren of 
uſobedience, then humility which is Chrift 
inthe Saints, muſt be deſtroyed: And if ma- 
lice reigne , then love which is Chriſt in the 
vaints muſt die- And fo of all the reſt.

Such as repent not of 
their coveteouſneie after filver and gold by 
rich Tyrhes 3 nor cf rheir murthers in re- 
viling, impriſoning and killing the Saints 3 
nor of their fornication , in loving then- 
ſelves, riches, creatures, honors, more ihen 
God. 

Bur though they doe not repent, yet they 
ſhall nor reign alwaies like Lords uver Gods 
Inheritance- For God hath and doth pro- 
claim by the voice of the fixth good Angel, 
that cime to the Beaſt ſhall be no more; his 
dayes are neer done,

So that ever fince this Ecclefiaſticall pow- 
e&r was raiſed up, it hath been a troubler of 
godly Magiſtrates, a troubler and ſilencer of 
godly Miniſters, a troubler of common-peo- 
ple in high Commiſhon Courts, Seffions,and 
by claflicall cenſures; and making men hip 0- 
crites to a& contrary to their knowledge,for 
tear of puniſhments. 

Bur if it pleaſe God, to put it into the 
heart of Magiſtrates in kingdoms, to rake 
back their power, from this beaft, and to 
ler the Governmenc of Church-weork lie on- 
ly upon the ſhoulders of our Lord Chriſt,for 
It is his due right, he is King of Saints. Thea 
the pure reformation of civil Magiſtracy 
would ſoon appear, confuſion and Babr/on 
would die; and there would be peace 

among men. 
Indeed the main cauſe of all our nationall 

troubles is the diſcontent of the whoriſh ſpi- 
rit in men that wonders afcer this beaſt 3 bur 
when once it is faln really, in common- p 
wealths, as it is faln in ſome Saints, then men 
will be freed from bitrerneſſe 3 and rejoyce 
becauſe the Lord God cmnipotent reigneth.

ably. 

All that I ſhall ſay in concluſion is this, 
Wait patiently upon the Lord, let every 
man thar loves God, endeavour, by the ſpi- 
rit of wiſdom, meekneſie, and love to drie 
up Euphrates, even this ſpirit of bitrerneſle, 
that like a great River hath over-tlowed the 
earth of man-kinde. For ir is not revenge, 

C priſons, fines, fightings, that will ſubdue a 
i rumulcuous ſpirit : but a ſoft anſwer, love,

When this Sun of righreouſneſſe and loye 
ariſes in Magiſtrates and people, one to an- 
other,then- theſe tumultuous national ſtorms

riſen-m ſomes cr elſe theſe rumulrnous 
ſtorms would have made it a cold and un- 
comfortable ſeaſon before this time, this 
Sun will riſe higher and muſt riſe higher,and 
the bright ſhining of it will be Englands li- 
berty. Well, I am very confident, that choſe 
that are very violent ix ſpirit without dou- 
ble dealing, ating outwardly, what meer ly 
is in their hearts and knowledge, though for 
che preſent they are tormented even in hell 
night and day by that unquiet ſpirit 3 yer 
theſe ſhall raſte and enjoy a peaceable quiet 
aud righteous ſpirit, and I believe within a 
ſhort rime, and they ſhall be delivered from 
this ſerpents bondage, and Gods Kingdom 
ſhall enter into themz and when men have 
wearied out themſelves in following their 
luſts,then is Gods time to take them up into
