lar number implies, Mankind. And let them have dominion : By 
Them, in the plurall namber, implies ,, whole Mankind in all his 
branches. - | ; 

Againe : he created Man; that is : Mankind. 74ale axd female, 
created he Them, And bid them, in the plurall number; increaſe, Ver.27.& 
and mult | 
varietic of branches,did increaſcand fill the carth. Then thecreating 
Power, or God, gives 2 Commands more. 

Firſt, 79 ſubdue the Earth, And this implies , plowing, dig- 
ing, and all kind of manuring. So thenobſerve. That bare and 
ſimple working in the Earth , according to the freedome of the 
Cn though it be in the ſweat of mans browes, is not the 
curſe. 

But for one part of Mankind, to be a Task-maſter, and to live

Feſus Chriſt was ſlandred,: beaten, reviled ; and at laſt put to 
death , for no cauſe'; yet hee reviled not agajne', but ſuffered/all 
patiently , that he might honour his Father, ' The ſpirit of Righte- 
:ouſneſs ; this ſhewes the.reſurreion of the ſpirit from under dark- 
neſk, and a growing up of freedome and light. | 

This ſpirit of Love ,*Patience, Humility ,, and Rigteouſneſſe, 
is called the light of rthe-world'; and the'falt of the garth ,, which 
brings mankind intoa moderate , meeke, Loving ,-and ſcaſonable 
contlieioi: It is the reſtoring dpirit , teaching all men to'doe as 
they. would be done by.”

enffavell : And Sar? pepwl;,is the fundamientsl|Taw,that gives 
that life and ſtrength and courage to build upon and plant the 
common Land, for their comfortable livelihood.” This is the 
Cemmonwealchs Law, and the Commonwealths Freedom. 
"3; Thirdly, The Parliament have made an a& to free the 
People, from yielding obediencets the Kirg, and toall-that 
hold claiming under the Kg. This Law likewiſe throwes down 
the power of the Conqueſt, and makes Zg/i/amen free in their 
Land, that they may live comfortably in their Z-g/i/5 Common- 
Weahh, and quietly enjoy their Land now, 'which they could 
tot, while the conquering X:2gly and Lordly Power ruled. 

4. Fourthly, The Parliament hath made an Engagement, to 
maintain this preſent CommonWealths Government ,' againſt 
XK :»o'and houſe of Lords. This likewiſe is but a confirmation 
of the firſt , to make Englanda free Commonnealth. And that 
all Engliſhmen may enjoy the comfortable livelihood m the 
Land, as Brethren, without reſtraint ; for if I have not free- 
dom to live in peace,and enjoy food and rayment by myLabors- 
freely, it is no CommonWealth at all. 

- Now in the purchafing of this declared freedom , the com- 
mon people of EZ:gl/and, have ſpent their Eſtates, as well as the 
Gentry?, partly by their free hearts in lending money to the 
Parliament, partly by Taxes, partly by free quarter, and partly 

plunder in times of Warre. By all which our proprieties are 
waſted, andthe fruit of onr labours laid down and accepted of, 
both by Parl:ament and Army, to bea price co purchaſe Saws 
popu{#, the peoples creation-freedot, out of the oppreſſing 
powe& of Kwiph power. 2 2 HOW, 

" Therefore inreaſon and juſtice, conceive, that if the poor 
people do build houſes, and plant corne upont he Commons 
of Exylard, fora livelihood, they are proteQted and warranted 

| both. by Scriptures, and the Lawes of the preſent Commer- 

ttt bat notion 
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fxithfuſto us, to put as.in poſſeſſion, as oar Law-books are to 
declare our common freedom, 

And whereas ſome Juſtices do ſay, that for poor men to dig 
and plant upoa theCommons, they do bring theraſelves within 
the ſtatuce, to be puniſhed for vagrants, idle or wandring 
rogues co this 1 anſwer, 

1. Thatthe Juſtice cannot call cheſe men vagrants, or wan- 
dring rogues; for by the letter of the Law, it is no vagrancie ta 
dig and work; but when men are idle, wanderers , begging up 
and down, theſe the Law lookes upon as puniſhable. 

But the Diggers they ſer themſelves to work, according to 
the Law ofcreation, as they are Eng/;omen, upon the. Com- 
mons..of Englanl, claiming the priviledges of the Conmoer- 
wealth, according to the Lawes of a Common-wealth, that they 
may not beg, nor be forced to ſteale through want, and ſo be 
hanged by che Kingly and Lordly Law... 

2. Secondly, Their digging upon the Commons for a live- 
lihood, is no Riot , though ſome Juſtices would make it ; for 
they do not fight againſt any. And their meeting together , is. 
no unlawfull or riotous meeting , unlefſe the gathering toge- 
ther of many people in one field, to dig, plow,or reap, be a Ri- 
ot, or an unlawfull meeting. | 

Theſe Lawes againſt Riots, or unlawfull meetings, as they 
call it, was the Law of the fearfull Kingly Conqueror, leſt the 
common people by their often meeting ſhould underſtand 
their creation-freedom, and ſo ſhould joyn together, to con- 
quer and caſt out him that had conquered them. 

Yet the Gentry and Lords of Mannors, who ate part ofthe 
Kingly.and Lordly Power,they have met divers times inTroops, 
and kave beaten and abuſed the Diggers,and pull*d dowa their 
Honſes, Yet we do not heare that the Clergy, LaWyers, or 7u- 
tices, who would be counted the diſpenſers of righteous juſtice, 
do ſpeak againſt them for Rioters, but againſt che poor labour- 
ing men {till; checking the Labourers for idleneſs;, and pro- 
ceing the Gentry that. never work atall : (therefore if idle 
perſons,who wander up and down idly, be puniſhable by the + 
Statutes; Then judge whether ic be not the idle Gentry, rather 
then the laborious poor man., EE Theſe -

"Theſe things 1 leave to the conſideration of all rationall men 

to judge of, they being the foundation , whereupon our work 
of community in the carth , accorcing to che Law of creation, 
being reaſon and juſtice is builded. And I defire any ratio- 
nal man, A4iniſter or Lawyer , to anſwer theſe, either tocon- 

| firm us,'or elſe to raiſe up this foundation of Scriptures 
and Law, pot by take him 7a/er, which is the language of the 
Beaſt; but by reaſon which is the voice ofthe man. | 
Though this work of digging upon the C ommons, have ma- 

ny enemies, yet T am aſſured of the righteouineſſe of the work, 
and it ſhall take root in cne place or other, before many yeares 
paſſe over Erglands head, 1can ſet no time , but I weit for the 
conſolation of 1ſrae/ to ariſe up, and break forth in others, as 
T have ataſte of him in my ſelf, | 

The voice of the Dragos is, kill him, pull down his houſe, 
beat him, arreſt him, take him ayer, impriſon him, he is'a 
rogue, 

But the voice of the Lamb is, fove your enemies , ſet 
him live, the earth ishis creation-right as'well as mine: there- 
fore let us do as we would be done unto. 

Miniſters and LaWyers, will you all ſtand looking on,and ſee 
the Lords of anners exerciſe Kingly Power over the poor 
men thac claime their creation-right intheeatth, and be fi- 
Tent? 

You would be called diſpenſers of Juſtice : here is 4 point 
of juſtice fox yor to decide: this is the poirt upon which you 
Thall either ſtand or fall, be ſaved or damned ; for you are put 
upon the tryal., 

The week before Eafter, Parſon Plat, Miniſter of Horſley, be- 
ing the Lord of the Mannor of Cothaw , where the Diggers 
were at work. And Thomas Sutton, the impropriator df Ceþ- 
bam, came in perſon, and brought divers men , whom they hi- 
red to pull down a poor mans houſe , that was buile uponthe 

- Commons, and kikt and ſtruck the poor mans wife, ſo that ſhe 
miſcarried of her "Child ,.and by the blowes and abuſes they 
gave her , ſhe kept her bed a week,

And at this tim? I went < Mr. ?/at,and ſpoke with him, about 

our freedom in the Commons, he anſwered me, if I could make 
it 500d by Scriptures, he would never trouble us more, bur leg 
1s build and plant; Nay he ſaid, he would caſt in all his eſtate, 
4nd become one with the diggers. | 

The next week afcer I carried him this wricing afore printed, 
being Afrnday in Exfter week, and upon our diſcourle:, he 
ſee nedo conſeat to many things, and was very moderate, and 
promiſed me to read it over, and to give me an Anſwer :tmore- 
over he promiſed me , that if the diggers would not cut the 
wood upon the Common, he would nut pull down their houe 
ſes: And the diggers reſolved for peace ſake, to let the wood 
alone till people did underſtand their freedom a little more, 

And upon Fryday in Eaſter week, 'he came and brought his 
anſwer, which was this. He came accompanied with about 50. 
men, and had hired 4. or 5. ofthem, to fire down the diggers 
houfes : ſome that ſtood by ſaid, do not firethem , the wood 
willdo ſome good ; his anſwer was, no, no, firethemto the 
Sround, that theſe Heathens, who know nor God, may not 
build chem again; for if you letthe wood alone, they will build 
ag2'n. | 
hereupon at the Command of this Parſon Pl.cr, they ſet fire 
to ſix houſes,and burned them down, and burned likewiſe ſome 
of their houſholdſtuffe, and wearing Clothes, throwing their 
beds, ſtooles, and houſholdftuffe,, up and down the Common, 
not pittyins the ccies of many liccle Children, and their fright- 
ed Mothers , which are Pariſhioners borne in the Parifh. .And 
yet ſome of theie hired men, lives not in the Pariſh, and ſome 
are ftcangers newly come into the Pariſh : and ſo were be- 
witched by the covetous make-bate Prieſtz,to do this heathen- 
#h curkiſh at. ; ZgRs 
/ The poor diggers being thus ſuddainly caft out of their hou- 
ſes by fire, both they, theic wives and Children were forced co 
te upon the open Common all night : yet the rage of Parſon 
Plat and his Company refted not here , but in the night time, 
ſome of them came again upon the Commons, while the dig- 
gers were quiet, and ſome ofthem in bed, and ſaid, we have 

hy Authorigy 
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Authority from our Miſter, that is Mc, P/az, to kill you , and 
bura the reſt of your goods.,. if you vill not be gone : there. 

e upon Sir Anthony Vincents Servant, called Davy,ltruck at one, 
and. cut ſome of their Chaires and other Goods to peeces, 
frighting the women and Children again. And ſome of the 
D:ggers asked chem, why they wouid do thus cruelly by them, 
they anſwered , becauſe you do not know God, nor will noc 
Zome to Church, 7 
Sarely if the God of theſe men, by their going ro Church, | 

teach both their preacher and they, ro do ſuch cruel deedes;we 
will neither come to Church,nor ſerve their God. Mr. Plat in © 
his Sermons can fay, /ive in peace with all men , and love your E= / 
nemies ; therefore if the Diggers were enemies , he ought to / 
love them in ation; bur ix is a true badge of an hypocrite, to 
fay, and not to do, | 
Let every Mans actions be tryed, and ſee who ſerves God, 

They or the Diggers. Mr. P/zr and the Gentlemen, (ſo would 
be called) that were with him, were fall of rage, and gnaitied 
their tongues with vex3tion;bur the Diggers are patient,chears 
full, quiet in ſpirit , loving tothoſe that have burned their 
houſes. 
Therefore the poor Diggers have got the Crown, and 

weare it, and the Prieſts and Gentry have loſt their Crown - 
The poor have ſtriven with them 12. moneths, with love and 
patience : The Gentlemen. have anſwered chem all the time 
witlt fury ; they would have the Earth and all freedom , but 
they will not ſuffer the poor to have either earth or free- 
dom, but what they hire of them. 

' . But though the Devill be let looſe to ſwell againſt us,intheſe 
Gentry that rule over us, by King/y Power, or Law of Nor- 
»1an Conqueſt, notwichſtanding, they have taken the Engage- 
ment, to caſt out Kirgly Power: yet his time to be chained . 
up drawes nigh : and then we are aſſured this righteous work 
of earthly community , ſhall have a moſt glorious reſurretion 
out of his aſhes. F. 
 Nayfarther,if this ſatisfies notMr. Plat, but he &T ho: Sattor, 
of Cobham, bave hired three men, to attend both- night we 
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*d3y , to beat the Diggers, and ro pull down their tents 6c 
-houſes, if they make any more; and ifthey make Caves inthe 
earth, they threaten co murther them there, ſo that they will 
not ſuffer the poor Diggers to live, neither above norbelow 
ground : if they beg, they whip them by their Law for va- 
vrants, if they ſteal they hang them; and if they ſetthemſelves 
to plant the Common for a livehhood , that they may neither 
beg nor ſteale, and whereby England is.inriched , yer they will 
Not ſuffer them to do this neither: And ſo hereby theſe 
Gentlemen , take away both crearion-righrt , and 'Common- 

| wwealths righs from the poor Diggers ; for they command the 
poor enſlaved Tenants and Neighbors likewiſe. not to ſuffer a- 
ny of the Diggers to have any lodging in their houſes, nor to 
ell them any meat for their money. 
And thus the fury of Parſon P/at, exceedes the fury of any 

. Other Lord of Mannor. The chief ſetters on to burn theſe hou- 
ſes, and to abuſe the Diggers, was Parſon Plat, Sir Anthony Vine 
cent his Tenants and Servants, were moſt ofthem there; like- 
wiſe Thomas Sutton and William Star , theſe are they that ſay 
the Commons belong to the poor, and yet theſe rich men are 
agrieved to ſee the poor make uſe of the Commons: the 
aQors in this T»rk;/> deſigne, were furious beyond the fury of 
the Beaſts ; but-many of thoſe thatcame were threatned by 
Vincent his chief men, to be turned out of their Livings, if 
they came nor, ſo that this is not an a& of the'tetiants by free 
conſent, but the Gentlemen hired others co do ir, ; 

Theſe men do ſo powerfully a& the Tmaage ofthe Beaſt, that 
they will neither buy nor ſel] with any freely, nor let any have 
1and-houſes,or work under them: but ſuch as have the mark of 
the Beaſt; that is, ſuch as are filled with fear of them, and are 
obedient to theirbeaſtly Power. And ſome of them ſay, they 
do God good'ſervice, if they candeſtroy or kill the Diggers. 
[Thus the Scriptures are fulfilled. Rev. 13. 17. 
And now they cry out the Diggers are routed,and they ran 

bells for joy; but ſtay Gentlemen, your ſelves are routed , ws, 
you have loſt \Atoy Ceotvn, andthe poor Diggers have won 
the Crown of glory, Es NO 

For 
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Forficſt you have not > chem by Law , for you durſt” 

not ſuffer che Diggers plead their own cauſe , ſo that it never - 
came to any tryal; and. you have no Law to warrant your. 
'Lordly power in _ of the Diggers, but the will of King- 
ly ſwordly power, which is ſelf-will, and Club- law. 

Secondly, You fave not routed the Diggers by diſpute; for 
your impatient, covetous, and proud ſwelling heart, would nor. 
ſuffer you to plead rationally with them, | 

Neither thirdly , have you routed them by Scriptures ; but 
the Diggers have routed you by your own Law; by reaſon, by 
Scriptures, and patient ſuffering all your abuſes. and now your 
name ſhall rot, and your own power ſhall deſtroy you. 

When the Scribes and Phariſces of old, ( theſe Lords of 
Manners Anceſtors) had put 7eſ#s Chriſt co death, they rejoy- 
ced, and fent gifts one to another, and made merry , and in 
ſuch like words, ſaid they had routed him. And ſo now theſe 
Engliſh Phariſees, becauſe they have ated the power of the 
Beaſt, and to the eye of the Bealit, ſeeme to ſtand uppermoſt 
for atime, they ſay they have routed the Diggers. 

But they are miſtaken, for the Diggers keep the field of pa- 
vience, quietneſs, joy and ſweet reſt intheir hearts, and are A 
ed with love to their enemies ;- but the Geatlemen are fo im- 
patient , they cannot reſt for fretting, jearing , rayling, and' 
gnaſhing their congues with vexation. 
»' They wil not ſuffer the Diggers to look to the Corne whict® 
is planted upon the Commons, being about eleven Acres - 
neither will they look to it themſelves, but let the Cattle ſpoile 
it, that they may ſay , ſee, their labor comes to nothing. Are 
not theſe men the curſe of England, that wil not fuffer others - 
to live by the'a, and will rather ſpoile corneintheſe dear - 
times, then let the poor enjoy their own righteous labors up-
